CCD NONFISCAL UNIVERSE DATA AND EDFACTS
All CCD nonfiscal universe data is submitted by state education agencies (SEAs) to the Department of Education through EDFacts Submission System (ESS). [footnoteRef:1]  EDFacts centralizes performance data supplied by PK-12 SEAs with other data assets within the Department, such as financial grant information, to enable better analysis and use in policy development, planning, and management. Once data were submitted to ESS, the Partner Support Center (PSC) assists state data providers[footnoteRef:2]  in resolving any file submission problems.  [1:  The CCD nonfiscal collection became part of the EDFacts effort starting with the SY 2008-09 school year.]  [2:  Each SEA has a designated EDFacts and CCD coordinator and in many cases the same individual may fill both roles.  The EDFacts coordinator is responsible for the submission and processing of all EDFacts files.  The CCD coordinator focuses on providing the EDFacts coordinator with the data required for the CCD files.] 

All data in EDFacts ESS are organized into ‘data groups’ and reported by SEAs using defined file specifications. The files specifications provide the detailed definitions and guidance to SEAs for reporting certain data groups. The EDFacts ESS performs a number of format and validation edits on files. The business rules applied by ESS to check against the data submitted by SEAs are posted on the EDFacts initiative website at:  https://www2.ed.gov/about/inits/ed/edfacts/business-rules-guide.html.  The EDFacts Partner Support Center (PSC) works with SEAs to resolve any issues related to these submissions. 
While ESS executes basic edits on the EDFacts files related to CCD nonfiscal data, additional edits are performed by Data Management System (DMS). DMS is an online system that facilitates exchanges between the U.S. Department of Education and reporting SEAs. EDFacts data files relevant to CCD nonfiscal universe data are extracted and replicated from ESS to DMS nightly. As part of the nightly replication, error reports are run and produced based on the business rules set by DMS.
