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The National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) assesses science in two major dimensions: Fields of Science (Earth, Physical, and Life)
and Knowing and Doing Science (Conceptual Understanding, Scientific Investigation, and Practical Reasoning). The NAEP science scale ranges

from 0 to 300. Scales are created separately for each grade.

® In 2005, the average scale score for fourth-grade students in
Mississippi was 133. This was not significantly different from their
average score in 2000 (133)."

® Mississippi's average score (133) in 2005 was lower than that of
the nation's public schools (149).

e Of the 44 states and one jurisdiction that participated in the 2005
fourth-grade assessment, students' average scale score in
Mississippi was lower than those in 44 jurisdictions.?

In 2000,
there was no significant difference between the average score of
male and female students.
