percentile and students at the 25th percentile was 52 points. This
performance gap was not significantly different from that of 2005
(53 points).

m The percentage of students in Austin who performed at or above
the NAEP Proficient level was 38 percent in 2011. This percentage
was not significantly different from that in 2009 (39 percent) and
was greater than that in 2005 (33 percent).
