A. Need for Project

On August 9, 2007, the America COMPETES Act (America Creating Opportunities to
Meaningfully Promote Excellence in Technology, Education and Science Act) became Public
Law.

The grant and funding opportunities of the American Recovery and Remvestment Act of 2009
(ARRA) further reinforced the predominance of these twelve elements. First, Secretary of
Education Arne Duncan asked governors to sign Letters of Assurance in April 2009 that they had
ecmbraced these clements as goals for therr data systems. Next, the grant and funding
opportunitics under ARRA were structured in a nested fashion so that states must demonstrate
therr progress and plans toward these data elements. For instance, demonstrated or planned
progress toward these data elements 1s a necessary component of the State Fiscal Stabilization
Fund (SFSF), Part Two application. And submitting a SFSF Part Two application 1s a program
requirement for the Race to the Top Application. Furthermore, this particular grant opportunity
(State Longitudinal Data Systems) now provides states with the opportunity to compete for
funding to support the implementation of the twelve elements.

New Jersey has been working on these elements and capabilities for many years. We have sought
funding from the Institute for Education Sciences mn each of the three prior funding
opportunitics, but have not been successful in any of those competitions. Nonectheless, we have
worked on our own toward these goals, investing more than $15M of state funds in our
longitudinal data system, called New Jersey Standards Measurement and Resource for Teaching
(NJ SMART). Our cfforts began over three years ago with pilot data submissions and resulted in
a process where every public school student received a unique student identifier in 2007. We
now collect nearly 80 data elements through a web-based portal from over 650 school districts
and charter schools for every student from pre-Kindergarten through adult high school. Among
those data clements are information about enrollment, graduation, transfer, dropout, special
cducation status, and a host of demographic information. Additionally via the unique student
identifier, we have connected this data to our statewide annual assessments (including our
regular assessments, our alternate assessments, and our English Language Learners assessments),
garnering information about student achievement outcomes, students not tested, and relationships
between and among student demographic variables and special education classifications and
placements (See Appendix A for more detail about NJ SMART’s current capabilities and
functionality).

We have also established robust partnerships with other state agencies, such as the New Jersey
Department of Corrections, the Juvenile Justice Commission, the New Jersey Department of
Human Services and the New Jersey Department of Children and Families. These partnerships
allow us to maintain current information on students as they move 1 and out of the auspices of
these agencies and preserve the longitudinal record of some of the most transient of our student
population. Additionally, the New Jersey Department of Education itself houses our state’s Early
Childhood Program. This structure has enabled us to assign unique student identifiers to children
the moment that they enter a public preschool, a partnering preschool provider, or Head Start
program.

Furthermore, our system design incorporated the need to gather data from all of our school
districts and charter schools, regardless of their type. In addition to regular school districts, this

interoperability allows us to collect data from our Special Services School Districts, Educational
Services Commissions, County Vocational Schools, Adult Education schools, private-schools for

-
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the disabled, clinics and hospitals, and for students 1in out-of-state schools 1n 21 different states:
Alabama, Arizona, Colorado, Connecticut, Delaware, Florida, Georgia, 1daho, Illino1s, Kansas,

Maine,

Maryland, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, New York, North Carolina, Pennsylvania,

Tennessee, Texas, Utah, and Virginia.

As a result of these efforts, we have now assigned over 1.6 million unique student identifiers

since 2007. Approximately 1.4 million of those are active, current students with the remaining
students representing both graduates and dropouts.

Other accomplishments to-date include the following:

Deploying and training district personnel in the use of a web-based tool called
Edanalyzer. This tool allows school districts and charter schools to view and analyze state
assessment data longitudinally, by demographic sub-groups, by assessment cluster areas,
and by program participation such as Special Education, Limited English Proficient or
Former Limited English Proficient.

Piloting local data marts. Local data marts allow school districts to bring together data
that are currently stored in a variety of locations into one integrated warchouse, located at
the district, to allow district staff access to linked student data including the state
assessments and district-level formative and summative assessment data.

Sun-setting our separate and duplicative special education enrollment collection and
sourcing our federal reporting for Special Education EDEN/EDFacts from NJ SMART.

Conducting parallel collections with NJ SMART and our legacy collections. We have
just conducted such a parallel collection for our fall enrollment count and budgeting
process and are planning for parallel collections 1n June 2010 for Carcer and Technical
Education, Special Education Exiting survey, an expanded Homeless collection and a
Truancy collection. After ecach parallel collection, we will analyze and identify the
variance between the collections and make a decision to either sun-set the separate
collection or modify the NJ SMART collection to increase data quality.

Establishment of a department-wide governance structure for NJ SMART that includes
representatives from all divisions and offices that collect, analyzes, and report student-
level data. The Steering Committee, made up of Assistant Commuissioners and Directors
representative of all key NJDOE stakeholders meets weekly to manage the on-going
development, data governance, and resultant policy implications of NJ SMART. Once a
month our external vendor for the development of NJ SMART, Public Consulting Group
(PCG) leads this meeting. Additionally, more frequent, topic specific meetings occur
among data stewards and managers to plan for the transition of separate collections to NJ
SMART. As PCG has a local office, they also frequently attend these meetings.
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Statement of Needs

While New Jersey’s data system has grown since the first grant application, the state has
struggled to keep pace with the demands of the federal government and the needs of local
districts and the state department stafl for usable and accurate data for accountability and
decision-making. During the time the New Jersey Department of Education was producing a
single unique 1dentifier for each student, other states were collecting high school course
selections and grades, releasing data about students’ college and work decisions — past and
present — and linking teachers with student performance across a wide variety of indicators.
Other states have succeeded in meeting the twelve elements 1in the America COMPETES Act and
achicving the seven capabilities set forth in this grant announcement. It 1s now New Jersey’s
time.

In October 2009, NJDOE hosted an external review team from the Council of Chief State School
Officers and the Center for Educational Leadership and Technology. Their extensive report,
based on interviews with NJDOE staff and district personnel, includes eight specific
recommendations for the development of our longitudinal data system. They are the following:

e Decsign a comprehensive data system to meet needs of both the SEA and LEAs.

Standardize the data collection and reporting processes among the districts and state
programs.

Provide users with interactive tools to access data in the warchouse.

Develop structured reports for frequently used data.

Establish written procedures on accessibility and usage of data within the system.
Establish security procedures that will ensure the confidentiality of the data.

Incorporate all of the educational data submitted by school districts into one unified
system.

e Publish a single data dictionary that serves all federal and state programs.

In articulating the Project Outcome statements below, we sought to integrate these
recommendations with our own assessment of progress toward meeting the twelve data clements
and seven system capabilities. As described 1n detail in Section B and 1llustrated in Table One
(and more fully in Appendix C), each Project Outcome addresses specific needs or limitations in
our current system.

First, we have a critical need to connect NJ SMART data clements to post-secondary data sets
such as the National Student Clearinghouse and Wage Records. But, we must also make the data
usable by a wide variety of audiences, particularly school and district administrators engaged in
long term planning or secking quick ‘feedback’ mnformation about the success of their academic
Interventions, programs to prevent drop out, and the success of therr students after graduation. As
New Jersey 1s deeply engaged in a process to implement more rigorous graduation requirements
and content area assessments, more and better data is required to inform instructional and policy
decisions. Outcome 1 below captures these needs by building new modules within NJ SMART
to capturc post-secondary data and present these data in an casily usable fashion, such as
structured reports as suggested by CCSSO/CELT’s review.
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Outcome 1: Decvelop new tools and functionality within NJ SMART to create better
visibility of key student performance indicators for school and district administrators,
such as student-level growth percentile scores, progress toward graduation measures,
carly indicators of being at-risk of dropping out, and post-secondary outcomes.

Second, as all states do, NJDOE collects a significant amount of information related to school
and district staffing including teaching assignment, credentialing program, and highly qualified
status. Outcome 2 speaks to our need to move this data collection into NJ SMART so that we are
capable of linking teacher data with our student collections. Additionally, we must also begin to
collect student-level course taking information. This 1s particularly timely as New Jersey 1s
secking to implement end-of-course assessments as part of its efforts to transform High School
cducation. For example, after fully implementing this work, New Jersey will be able to compare
orades earned with outcomes on statewide end-of-course assessments.

Outcome 2: Build a teacher-student-course module to link teacher to student-level data.

Third, as noted in the CCSSO/CELT review, NJDOE currently runs approximately twenty
separate data collections, each with its own data definitions. From these collections, we work to
submit the nearly 90 EDEN/EDFacts files required yearly. As these collections are separate and
do not interface with NJ SMART - or typically with each other — the data collected is often
redundant and contradictory. Outcome 3 speaks to our need to move all student-level data
collections into NJ SMART so that we are able to source all appropriate EDEN/EDFacts files
from NJ SMART, reduce the data reporting burden currently placed on school districts, and
achieve higher levels of data quality.

Outcome 3: Streamline federal reporting through an expansion of NJ SMART to include
additional data clements and enhance user processes through more comprehensive
management of Meta data.

Fourth, while we have conducted training of NJ SMART’s EDanalyzer tool across the state, our
own analysis indicates that our most active users are generally central office administrators.
Outcome 4 speaks to our need to expand data analysis capabilities to school personnel through
extensive professional development, on-line training tools, and facilitated learning sessions. Put
simply, we have a critical need to enable school personnel to connect the use of data to district,
school, and instructional and individual student improvement. This 1s particularly important as
we seek to add more sophisticated measures of student progress, such as growth scores, to
EDanalyzer.

Outcome 4: Expand the capacity of NJDOE, district and school personnel to use data to
diagnose impediments to higher levels of student achievement and to choose solutions for
school reform.

Fifth, in the nitial stages of the development of EDanalyzer and NJ SMART, we chose to focus
on providing student data as quickly as possible to school and district personnel who were 1n the

position to use the data to mform local practice and policy. Outcome 5 speaks to our need to
expand the use of data beyond school and district personnel 1in order to engage a much wider

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group of education stakeholders including parents, advocacy organizations, and state level policy
makers. Following the recommendations of the CCSSO/CELT review team, this work must also
include guaranteeing student privacy, establishing procedures for access, and providing
interactive tools for users.

Outcome 5: Expand the use of data among education stakeholders.

Table onc below shows New Jersey’s current status toward meeting the proscribed America
COMPETES data eclements or system capabilities. If the data element or system capability 1s not
yet fully implemented, the table also indicates in which Project Outcome the plan for full
implementation 1s described. Appendix C provides a more detailed version of this table by

As 1llustrated m Table One, we have fully accomplished three of the twelve elements —
establishment of a unique statewide student identifier, yearly assessment records of individual
students, and information about non-tested students.

An additional six of the twelve clements and five of the capabilitiecs have been partially
implemented. In many instances, we simply nced to expand the number of data clements
currently 1in our system, such as specific program participation information. In other mstances,
we need to partner with providers of other data sets, such as the National Student Clearinghouse,
the College Board or the Mid-Atlantic Consortium of Wage Records, to conduct single-source
uploads of postsecondary and labor market information into NJ SMART. Additionally, while we
have developed tools for the analysis of data within our warchouse, we want to significantly
deepen the understanding and use of data in decision making by expanding our reports and
dashboard functionality as well as building the data use capacity of our multiple stakeholder
groups. Finally, while our previous development of NJ SMART has included efforts to ensure
the quality and interoperability of our data system, we are mindful that with any expansion of our
data elements or functionality that we will also need to expand these efforts as well.

For the remamning four clements and two capabilities, our efforts at implementation are
underway. Our work toward these elements consists largely of two interrelated tasks, but
requires that we build new functionality within our system: First, we need to develop a teacher
module that relies on unique teacher identifiers and connects teachers to thewr preparation
programs, current teaching assignments, as well as Highly Qualified status. Second, we need to
develop a transcript module to collect course taking and grades earned information. And lastly,
we need to link these two modules in a way that links teachers to the courses that they teach and
to the students that are in those courses.

To these ends, this application proposes both new and expanded functionality of NJ SMART. If
funded, we believe we can accomplish all of this work within the three-year grant time frame

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given the strong fundamentals in the design of our system, the high level of commitment within
our department and in the state, the robust partnerships that we have established outside the
NJDOE, and our exemplary working relationship with our vendor, PCG.

B. Project Outcomes Related to System Requirements and Implementation

All of our project outcomes fit within our overall vision for NJ SMART, which 1s to

Provide the data quality and capacity needed to build and support a culture of
systemic and sustained data use at the state, district, school, and classroom
levels that will ultimately lead to academic success for all New Jersey students.

NJ

In our vision, data quality makes up one of the foundation elements and includes being able to
track students longitudinally throughout the state through a unique student identifier, collecting
and cleaning multiple data clements, and integrating the data within an infrastructure that 1s
robust and extendible. The Project Outcomes outlined 1 this application will enhance NJ
SMART data quality by adding additional data modules such as graduation and discipline,
connecting NJ SMART data to data from other agencies, adding teacher and class information,
and introducing growth data.

Data capacity makes up the other foundation element 1in our vision and 1s focused on providing
data from the system in meaningful ways that encourage collaborative inquiry and rich data
analysis through tools such as pre-defined reports and NJ SMART’s ad hoc analysis tool
EDanalyzer. The Project Outcomes outlined in this application will enhance NJ SMART data
capacity by building out the suite of district/school-focused reports to include growth data, data
from the proposed graduation and discipline modules, teacher-level reports, and post-graduation
reports. Dashboards that track key performance indicators will give principals and district

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administrators quick access to targeted information. Additionally, data capacity will be enhanced
at the State level by expanding EDEN/EDFacts reporting capability and providing a business
intelligence tool for NJDOE users to be able to engage in ad hoc analysis of all data in the
system. Our outcomes also expand data capacity to include making data available to researchers
and the public via analysis tools and dashboards.

Resting on the foundations of data quality and data capacity 1s data culture, where data are being
used at all levels in New Jersey to inform decisions about policy, educational programs,
instructional practice, and student placement. The Project Outcomes outlined 1n this application
will build on New Jersey’s existing data culture by providing thoughtful and rich professional
development opportunities 1n the arcas of using the technology, organizing for data use, and
actually using data to inform decisions. Professional development will be supplemented with
online toolkits that will provide district and school-level data users with protocols, templates,
activities, sample agendas, and case studies.

The following pages describe our five proposed Project Outcomes with related tasks and sub-
tasks.

Outcome 1 Develop new tools and functionality within NJ SMART to create better
visibility and usability of key student performance indicators for school and district
administrators, such as student-level growth percentile scores, progress toward graduation
measures, early indicators of being at-risk of dropping out, and post-secondary outcomes.

Task 1.1 Construct a Student Growth Module. Calculate and populate NJ SMART and
EDanalyzer with student-level growth percentile scores that demonstrate relative growth
from one test year to another at the student-level, enabling school and district personnel
to study the progress of individual students and individual schools. To-date, the NJDOE
has investigated the use of growth models and their acceptance by USDE 1n pilot forms.
We have begun testing Colorado’s Growth Model in a limited form for analytical
purposes with one cohort of students in NJ SMART.

Sub-task 1.1.a Extract data, identify cohorts and perform statistical analyses to extend

the calculation and analysis of student-level growth percentile scores to all cohorts
of test takers.

Sub-task 1.1.b Populate NJ SMART with student-level scores to allow schools and
districts to conduct independent analyses through our existing EDanalyzer tool.
Incorporate growth metrics into existing pre-defined reports. Deploy student-level

growth percentile scores as part of a newly designed Key Performance Indicators
Dashboard (Sce Task 5.4).

Task 1.2 Develop a Graduation Module to enable districts to track high school students
by NCLB graduation cohort with regard to classes taken, end-of-course exam outcomes,
credits earned (See Task 2.2) and an early warning system to identify students at risk of
dropping out (potentially modeled after Louisiana’s Dropout Early Warning System).

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To-date, the NJDOE has 1dentified NCLB graduation cohorts within NJ SMART as each
student 1s reported as enrolled in ninth grade for the first time.

Sub-task 1.2.a Develop a report module that presents district users with a roster of each
NCLB cohort with data elements to indicate the student’s current membership status
(active or 1nactive) in the district and whether a student’s transfer to another public
NJ school district has occurred. For those students with an inactive status who have
not transferred to another public school district in NJ, the roster information would
also indicate the exit code used by the district as well as 1dentity those students as
those requiring additional documentation to qualify as ‘transfers out’ under NCLB

cguidelines. The roster of those students requiring additional verification will be
acted on by NJDOE during district monitoring processes.

Sub-task 1.2.b Present data to enable districts to identify a student’s progress toward

graduation, such as course credits and grades received and ‘end-of-course’ exam
SCOres.

Sub-task 1.2.¢ Identify those students who are at risk of dropping out by calculating a
risk score for individual students, revised yearly, based on student-level measures
such as cighth grade assessment outcomes, high school credits carned to-date,

attendance, disciplinary actions, and student demographics such as Limited English
Proficiency and Special Education status.

Task 1.3 Create a Discipline Module. Integrate the existing NJDOE Violence and
Vandalism Reporting module into NJ SMART. We currently collect this information 1n

a scparate collection tool. We are proposing to interface this collection with the NJ
SMART portal so that incidences, actions taken, and services provided can be integrated
Into analyses of attendance and progress toward graduation.

Task 1.4 Develop a Postsecondary Module to allow the tracking of students into post-
secondary nstitutions and the workforce.

Sub-task 1.4.a Partner with the National Student Clearinghouse to provide enrollment,
progress toward degree, degrees earned, and a transcript exchange program.

Sub-task 1.4.b Partner with the Mid-Atlantic Consortium of Wage Records, housed at
the University of Maryland to conduct student matching of records, extraction of

wage and employment data, and the loading of such data into NJ SMART.

Sub-task 1.4.¢ Partner with New Jersey’s Commission on Higher Education to collect
student-level remedial course work mmformation.

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Outcome 2 Build a Teacher-Student-Course module to link teacher to student-level data.
To-date, New Jersey has assigned all certificated staff unique identifiers that are not tied to
social security numbers. Our current staff collection utilizes this identifier and gathers data
regarding teaching assignment, years of experience, salary, and Highly Qualified Status
through a legacy DOS system. Another system handles requests and validation for
Certificates and Licensing from teacher preparation programs and school districts. Neither of
these systems interface with NJ SMART.

Task 2.1 Transition existing staff collections to NJ SMART portal.

Sub-task 2.1.a Build upon existing data collections with additional staff data elements
as specified in the National Education Data Model (NEDM) as well as 1dentified 1n
EDEN/EDFacts file specifications. Integrate data from Certificates and Licensing
system 1nto NJ SMART through single source uploads using unique teacher
identifier as the primary key. Create data definitions, a file layout, and appropriate
business rules relating to certification, preparation programs, job codes and NCLB
requirements.

Sub-task 2.1.b Begin pilot collection through NJ SMART portal.

Sub-task 2.1.c Conduct variance analyses between existing staff collections and new
collections.

Sub-task 2.1.d Deploy collection across all of New Jersey’s districts and charter
schools. Offer extensive training and help desk support.

Sub-task 2.1.e Sun-sct existing systems after variance analyses indicate high levels of
data quality.

Task 2.2 Build a Course Module to capture course taking and grades earned by each
student as well as teaching assignments of each teacher; this module will interact with
the Graduation Module (see Task 1.2) and the determination of a student’s early warning
status.

Sub-task 2.2.a Map current course codes to NCES course coding i all New Jersey
school districts. Structure guidance to districts and provide support to districts and

their vendors during the transition period.

Sub-task 2.2.b Develop submission technical specifications, pilot collection, and
modify collection based on user feedback.

Sub-task 2.2.¢c Deploy collection across all of New Jersey’s districts and charter
schools. Offer extensive training and help desk support.

Sub-task 2.2.d Develop the ability to send transcripts to higher education institutions.

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Task 2.3 Update report functionality in NJ SMART to create “Class Rosters” by linking

NCES course code plus section identifiers and students (using unique student identifies)
and teachers (using unique teacher identifiers).

Outcome 3 Streamline federal reporting through an expansion of NJ SMART to include
additional data clements and enhance user processes through more comprehensive
management of Meta data.

Task 3.1 Define new data elements, validation rules, and data handbook. As we undertake
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this work, we mtend to leverage existing data handbooks and validation rules provided
by the National Education Data Model (NEDM) and EDEN/EDFacts 1n a way that
affords us the opportunity to collaborate with other states or participate 1n other
emerging national efforts.

Sub-task 3.1.a Add “Membership” data elements such as the number of days a student
1s present 1 school, the number of days absent when school 1s 1n session, the
number of possible school days, and the number of absences considered by the LEA
to be truant absences; approximately four data elements. These data are currently
gathered 1 two separate collections that do not interface with NJ SMART.

Sub-task 3.1.b Add “NCLB Title I School Choice” data elements such as whether a
student applied to transfer and whether the transfer took place; approximately four
data elements. NJDOE currently does not collect this data at a student level. Moving
it mto NJ SMART would give us the ability to track choice program participants
and analyze their educational outcomes 1n addition to meeting EDEN reporting
requirements.,

Sub-task 3.1.c Add additional “English Language Learners” data elements such as
home/native language, LEP program type, and Title III participant status;
approximately four data clements. NJDOE currently collects this mmformation 1n
several different collections, some of which are at a student level.

Sub-task 3.1.d Add additional “Immuigrant™ data elements, such as the date of first entry
into a United States school and program participation under Title 111, approximately
three data elements. NJDOE currently conducts a separate collection for these data
clements that 1s not at a student level.

Sub-task 3.1.e Create a Carcer and Technical Education collection within NJ SMART.
NIJDOE’s current Career and Technical Education collection 1s at present a separate
collection that 1s not tied to NJ SMART thus requiring duplication of effort by
school districts as they provide NJDOE with data elements that are already part of
NJ SMART, such as a student’s race and ethnicity as well as assessment outcomes.
We anticipate that moving this collection to NJ SMART will require the addition of

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twelve data elements, such as the 1dentification of a career concentration, the status
toward completion of the concentration, and whether a vocational assessment was
administered.

Sub-task 3.1.f Add additional “Migrant” data clements such as Priority for Services,
Last Qualifying Move, and Migrant Service Type. These data elements are currently
collected at a student level by an external vendor but are not yet uploaded into NJ
SMART. We anticipate that adding these data elements to NJ SMART will require
an additional twelve data elements.

Sub-task 3.1.g Add additional “Homeless” data elements such as Unaccompanied
Youth Status, Primary Nighttime Residence, and Services Received. NJDOE has
been collecting a single data element to indicate Homeless status for several years
but needs to expand NJ SMART with an additional four data elements in order to
sun-sect 1ts separate Homeless collections.

Sub-task 3.1.h Add “Neglected and Delinquent Program” data elements, such as the
type of program a student participated n and an indication of the services recerved.
NIJDOE currently collects this data in a separate collection that 1s not at a student
level. We anticipate that adding this data to NJ SMART will require the creation of

s1X hew data elements.

Sub-task 3.1.1 Add “Special Education Exiting” data elements to NJ SMART end of
year collection. While the NJ SMART system 1s used to collect Special Education
cnrollment nformation, NJDOE has not yet begun collecting the end-of-year
Special Education Exiting information such as the date that special education
services ended or the reason why a student left special education. We are planning
to pilot a collection of the additional two data elements needed 1n June 2010.

Sub-task 3.1.j Add “Technological Literacy” data elements to NJ SMART. NJDOE
currently collects this information for fourth and eighth graders at a school level.
We would like to collect this information at a student level and through NJ SMART
by creating two new data elements.

Sub-task 3.1.k Add “SAT and AP Test Taking” information. NJDOE currently
purchases this information at a student level from the College Board. We are
proposing in this application that we then load this data into NJ SMART, using our
matching algorithms. This would necessitate the creation of new data elements in
NJ SMART as well as new programming in EDanalyzer to make this mformation
available to school districts.

Sub-task 3.1.1 Add “Multiple Measures of Student Achievement,” up to twenty data
clements, to allow districts and charter schools to upload the results of locally
designed assessments or benchmark assessments.

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Task 3.2 Develop new file formats and reporting infrastructure.

Task 3.3 Conduct parallel submissions and quality assurance analyses, comparing
existing collections with new collections.

Task 3.4 Deploy collection across all of New Jersey’s districts and charter schools. Offer
extensive training and help desk support.

Task 3.5 Sun-set existing systems after variance analyses indicate high levels of data
quality.

Task 3.6 Build a common directory platform for user and Meta data management to serve
as serve as the central repository of school codes and types, addresses and contact
information, and access rights/roles for individual users as well as groups.

Sub-task 3.6.a Identify, procure, and configure commercial off the shell Directory
software.

Sub-task 3.6.b Incorporate existing security model for district school and teacher roles.

Task 3.7 Pilot School Interoperability Framework (SIF) with select districts to better
accommodate alternative means of data collection by leveraging technology automation
and standardized protocols.

C. Timeline for Project Outcomes

In this section, we present our timeline for the completion of our five proposed outcomes.
Although the timeline represents an ambitious undertaking, we believe, given our successful
work to-date, that we can implement the five proposed outcomes within the three year period of
the grant. As mentioned above, a significant portion of this work can be accomplished by a
straightforward expansion of the number of data elements collected. As these data elements have
become increasingly better specified as the result of other states’ efforts, EDEN/EDFacts, and
the National Education Data Model, we are 1in a position to leverage this existing work. As the
proposed new functionality, specifically the creation of the link between teacher and student and
course, also relies on our existing portal, data collection process, and help desk infrastructure, we
also believe 1t 1s possible extend our current system in order to be fully implemented within three
years.

For cach outcome, NJDOE will take the lead role of articulating appropriate policy,
specifications, and requirements while our vendor will develop and 1mplement the new
functionality within NJ SMART. Other partnerships, as needed, are described below specific to
cach outcome.

As NJDOE has not received any grant funding to-date to support the development of NJ
SMART, no risk of duplication of efforts exists. As explained herein, the development of NJ
SMART has proceeded with the use of state funds and through a contractual agreement with an
external vendor. The contract with our vendor runs through August 2010. This contract specifies
the 1ssuance of unique student identifiers and the collection of 75 data elements in addition to
maintaining the system. If this application 1s successful, we mtend to contract for the current
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maintenance role played by our vendor (as other parts of the contract arc now fully realized)
using state funds and expand the development role using funds from this grant competition.

D. Project Management and Governance Plan

Current Management and Governance of NJ SMART

The oversight of NJ SMART 1s currently the joint responsibility of the Office of Information and
Educational Technology (IT) and the Office of Research and Evaluation (R&E). The director of
IT reports directly to the Chief of Staff who reports to the Commissioner of Education; while the
director of R&E reports to the Deputy Commissioner who reports to the Commussioner. IT takes
the lead mm oversceing the technical development of the system, including its architecture,
functionality, and interoperability with other data collections while also exercising oversight over
project timelines, benchmarks and budgeting. R&E takes the lead on developing new data
dictionaries, overseeing the crosswalk between EDEN files and current data collections, and
ensuring that all educational stakeholders have access to the type of data — and 1n 1its most easily
usable form — that will inform local and state decisions. The partnership between IT and R&E
allows for development decisions to be made collaboratively while ensuring that both technical
and educational concerns are addressed 1n a coordinated manner.

The operation and on-going maintenance of NJ SMART 1s performed by our external vendor,
Public Consulting Group (PCG), under the direction of NJDOE. PCG i1s a management
consulting firm founded 1 1986 to offer public policy development, service delivery and design,
rate setting, cost accounting, revenue maximization financial management, operations
improvement, planning, strategy implementation, and other management advisory services to
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government and private health and human service providers. At present, PCG 1s also working
with four other states on streamlining their education-related federal reporting, implementing
professional development for education stakeholders, and utilizing student growth scores among
other tasks.

PCG provides support to public school districts, charter schools, and the vendors of districts’ that
use student-level imformation systems. For each collection from districts and charter schools,
PCG — m collaboration with the NJDOE — publishes a data dictionary, a file format, and memos
to the district’s NJ SMART point of contact. Those mitial pieces of communication are followed
by collection or topic specific WebEx sessions, open to all districts. Additionally, PCG also
manages the NJ SMART Help Desk that takes inquires via a toll free phone line or email. During
the last few days that the NJ SMART portal 1s open for a collection, the number of Help Desk
inquires can reach 300 in one day.

Within the NJDOE, a NJ SMART Steering Committee was formed three years ago to provide
guidance from all program areas that work with student data and exercise oversight of the project
work plan and budget. All assistant commuissioners and appropriate directors participate in these
weekly meetings to discuss on-going operation, plans for development, and analyses of
collections. All major decisions, projects, and expenditures related to the data collection and
reporting processes and infrastructure must go before this group for review and approval.
Additionally, PCG leads a meeting of the Steering Committee once a month to present status
information from recent collections, report out on development milestones, and otherwise keep
the Steering Commuittee informed regarding feedback from districts and charter schools.

Within the NJDOE, we have developed a Data Steward Working Group among all program
offices and programmers who work with any type of data that 1s required as part of
EDEN/EDFacts. The mission of the Working Group 1s to collaborate across all in-house data
collections and NJ SMART on 1ssues of data definitions, streamlining collections, and partnering
in EDEN/EDFacts submissions. A lead data steward has been assigned to each EDEN file and
appropriate ‘data clement stewards’ have also been identified for the instances in which data
clements for a single EDEN file must be pulled from multiple program areas.

To ensure that all necessary areas within the NJDOE are aware of progress, the director of R&E
makes quarterly presentations regarding the development of NJ SMART to meetings of the
Executive County Superintendents. In New Jersey, each of our counties have an Executive
County Superintendent who oversees the local school districts and charter schools 1 his/her
county. These individuals then present this information to the superintendents of school districts
at ‘Roundtable’ meetings. This type of communication ensures that both the NJ SMART point of
contact and district superintendent (who are likely not the same individual) are kept up to date on
upcoming changes. Also as a particular collection unfolds, PCG and the Executive County
Superintendents work together to garner a 100% response from districts and charter school by
utilizing NJDOE’s county offices of education to prod late submitters into action.
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External Collaborators and Partners

As NJ SMART was developed, NJDOE reached out to various external state agencies and
partners. Collaborating state agencies have included the following: New Jersey Department of
Corrections, the Juvenile Justice Commission, the New Jersey Department of Human Services,
the New Jersey Department of Children and Families, Head Start, an association of Private
Schools, and the New Jersey Department of Labor.

Additionally, as each new portion of development was undertaken, NJDOE and 1its vendor,
Public Consulting Group, conducted focus groups among district and charter school
stakeholders. For example, in working to develop EDanalyzer and our Reports Functionality,
focus groups among districts 1dentified the nearly three dozen ‘Essential Questions’ that district
administrators would like to be able to easily ask of their data — perhaps with a single click!

Proposed Management and Governance

The work proposed herein will necessitate building a broader collaboration among education
stakeholders as the next stages of development represent a significant expansion of the system 1n
terms of the number of data clements in the system, the complexity of the data analyses
avallable, and the required external partnerships in order to access new data sets. Additionally,
with the expansion of NJ SMART, we will be 1n a position to answer important questions that
ultimately lead to more mformed policy and practice at the state, district, and school levels. Five
types of governance structures are therefore proposed:

e Maintain the internal organization of the NJDOE’s oversight of NJ SMART. The
collaboration between IT and R&E is working well, leading to development decisions
that are fully informed from both the technical and programmatic points of view. The NJ
SMART Steering Committee should continue to be comprised of directors and assistant
commissioners who meet weekly to discuss the implementation of new development and
functionality within NJ SMART as well as plan for the sun-setting of duplicative data
collections. Additionally, the Data Steward Working Group should continue to meet to
discuss new development and collections as they are undertaken.

e Expand and extend vendor contract to undertake the work proposed herein.

e Build upon our existing collaboration with other state agencies by bringing together
appropriate assistant commissioners and directors to implement data sharing across
agencies.

e Engage district and school personnel in ongoing work groups to guide development
decisions and implementation. Rather than forming one advisory council, we propose to
establish work groups related to the Project Outcomes and Tasks proposed herein so as to
engage as many NJ SMART users 1n the process as 1s feasible.

e Develop a Governor’s P-20 Research Consortium to collaboratively set a research agenda
that will inform statewide policy decisions. This consortium should include members
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from collaborating state agencies, research colleges and universities, and other
educational stakeholders.

Key Project Staft

Please note: At this time, New Jersey state government 1s 1n a transition from the administration
of Governor Jon Corzine to Governor-elect Chris Christie. As evidenced in Appendix D,
Governor-clect Christie has expressed his strong support for this application. However, 1t 1s
possible that the NJDOE organizational structure maybe reorganized so that the individuals and
reporting relationships described 1n this narrative are altered.

NJDOE Statt

Project Sponsor: Deputy Commissioner

The NJDOE Deputy Commuissioner will oversee all aspects of this proposal’s implementation.
While the Project Lead and Project Contract Manager will regularly report to the Deputy
Commuissioner on the project’s status, recommendations from the NJ SMART Steering
Commuttee will also flow directly to the Deputy Commissioner for his/her action.

Project Lead: Dr. Bari Anhalt Erlichson

Dr. Erlichson joined the NJDOE 1n 2008 and formally began as the director of the newly
constituted Office of Research and Evaluation (R&E) 1in January 2009. As the mission of the
R&E Office 1s to provide decision makers at the school, district and state level with data that
informs policy making and practice, Dr. Erlichson assumed responsibility of the programmatic
development of NJ SMART 1n January 2009. The establishment of the R&E Office within the
NJDOE at a time of great budgetary constraints illustrates the NJDOE’s commitment to the
ongoing development of NJ SMART and to the greater use of data at all levels of decision
making within the education system.

Prior to joining the NJDOE, Dr. Erlichson conducted several external studies of school and
school districts under contract to the NJDOE. Her work was also supported by foundations while
at Montclair State University and as a professor at Rutgers University. She has published widely
on 1ssues such as school reform implementation, federal policy analysis, and the roles of various
cducation stakeholders, such as school boards. She holds a doctorate 1n political science from
Stanford University and a master’s degree in Educational Administration from the School of

Education at Stanford University.

Dr. Erlichson’s role 1n this project will account for 75% of her time, as an n-kind contribution,
and will include the following:

e Overseeing the development of new data dictionaries;

e Ensuring the alignment of new collections to the National Education Data Model,
EDEN/EDFacts and CCSSO’s emerging LEARN consortium and Common Core;

e Planning for the deployment of new collections n terms of scheduling;
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e Structuring partnerships with and communication to school districts;

e (Conducting the variance analyses between new and legacy collections and making
recommendations as to sun-setting of legacy collections;

e (Chairing the NJDOE NJ SMART Steering Committee and working internally with
program offices on data collections;

e Scrving as a member of the Governor’s P-20 Research Consortium; and
e Traveling to IES, EIMAC and EDFacts meetings.
