Data Stories & Resources

Now that you have learned about different grants supporting data systems, the use of data stories, and potential tools to create data stories, think about how to start creating data stories across grants that can help sustain your SLDS. 

Instructions 
1. Review the examples of Rhode Island data stories.
2. Use the stories provided or develop your own essential question to start a data story for your state across grants (if applicable) addressing challenges from the first part of the activity.
3. Start thinking about a few data elements from each sector appropriate for the data story (e.g., early learning, K12, postsecondary, workforce, P-20).

Potential Scenarios

Essential Question for Data Story A: What characteristics of programs are associated with positive school outcomes for children and families (PreK-3)?

Essential Question for Data Story B: How do social and demographic factors affect elementary school performance over time? (Source: RI Data Hub)

Essential Question for Data Story C: What are the effects of chronic absenteeism in high school on post-secondary persistence and success? (Source: RI Data Hub)

Essential Question for Data Story D: What educational and training programs lead to long-term employment?

Process Scenario: You are the data governance coordinator in a state K12 agency. You are responsible for working with data stewards to move one-off aggregate collections to a unit record collection system.
