Budget vs. Actual Quality of Data
Need good definitions in order to encourage data reporting that is meaningful.
Why is it necessary to break out? What are the questions data users are trying to answer with the data?  US Ed responded – To determine if-school facilities are equitable. 

Operations- custodians, utilities (Those seem like objects rather than function) Maintenance - repairs

Comment it will be really hard to sell to districts the idea of collecting additional financial data if the only purpose is to prove equity in facilities. There are too many other variables to consider:
-age of facility
-size of facility
-location of facility (weather factors for heating/cooling) 
-Energy efficiency measures taken in other years (might be part of capital improvements vs. ongoing operation and maintenance)
- Operations may also include vehicle and other non-pupil transportation costs
- Local Choice to maintain an older facility vs. build new
Doesn't seem practical to collect financial data without the related demographic, size, age, etc. 

According to Su McCurty -Iowa started working on a facility data collection. Worked with individuals in US Dept. of Ed.  Stephen to check to see who might be responsible for that collection at US Dept. of Ed.

It would take multiple years of data in order to provide a meaningful trend.

Idaho -Maintains an actual fund for maintenance

State Coordinators consensus that utilities could most likely be broken out for reporting to survey.  However, also consensus that the FINANCIAL Operations/Maintenance data SHOULD NOT be used to measure equity because of the issues mentioned above.

Recommend that Stephen take the issue to the listserv.

Supplies vs. Equipment
thresholds vary by district- that needs to be understood in order to use data for comparison/equity purposes.

Federal guidance needs to be updated to explain what it means to "Bundle" for capital threshold.
There may be some issues with audit findings.

ARRA Expenditures reported to NPEFS and F33 Many SEAs received an error/warning message related to spending more in ARRA than classroom instruction.  Apparently, this was a mistake.  Stephen's office will change the business rules so that SEAs won't receive that message in the future.

Lots of questions regarding technology - Group requested more federal guidance on instruction related technology.  GA has a state law related to electronic textbooks.

Sally from NH - Discussion on per pupil cost at the LEA level - F33 change in calculation used now to students the district is responsible for educating. Students sent to other districts - For F33 - V33 is state reported within survey verified with Common Core data. One of 4 factors used to calculate Title 1 NCES is conducting a review for last 5 yrs. to determine best denominator. 
Winners and Losers whichever denominator is used.
Stephen to work toward resolution on this.

Indirect rate calculation-
KY is having issue with the federal approval of the state’s Indirect Rate Methodology.
Heads of Component is now high priority
[bookmark: _GoBack]The federal employee asked for an org chart for a sample of school districts and will not allow any unused leave payments in calculation. Stephen will ask US ED to do a webinar on Indirect as many states need to get a methodology approved in the near future. Many indicated they have either submitted a methodology that has not been approved, or have been given an extension of time on an old rate.  No one in the room indicated that they had a currently approved methodology.

Charter Schools are required to submit information to the surveys using the same accounting structure as other public schools.

Not enough time to discuss school level expenditure request in detail. Will need to pursue this in another forum.
